We also want to thank all of your faithful
prayers and support which have enabled us to provide these resources.

3. In order to fulfill the needs of training more “succession trainers”, we plan to produce a video
training series to help train grassroots preachers in places difficult for our trainers to go. These
video teachings will help local lay preachers and Bible study leaders to learn how to use the
Kairos Bible study materials to grow the faith of their congregation. Please pray for God’s
provision for the manpower and financial resources to complete the videos.

4. The Cantonese Audio Book on the Book of Jude is scheduled to be released this month. In
terms of the Cantonese “Melody of Life” audio programs, we have since last month started to
distribute one newly recorded CD (with 4 fifteen minutes programs) with one early recorded
CD every month.
