1. We thank God for His special love for us humans among all things He created. He gives wisdom to men 

enabling them to continuously make progress which includes the area of mass media. At Kairos, we 

noticed nowadays that fewer and fewer people are listening to optical compact discs (CDs) while more 

people are using secured digital cards (SD cards) instead. Therefore, Kairos has begun to explore using SD 

cards as an alternative form for the Bible Study Audiobooks in addition to producing on CDs. The first 

series we plan to produce in SD card format is the “Major Prophets” which includes: Isaiah, Jeremiah, 

Lamentations, Ezekiel and Daniel. There are a total of 64 lessons in these five books. Please pray for God’s 

guidance in this new ministry. 

 

2. Kairos is working on producing a series of teaching videos to help grass-root lay preachers and Bible study 

leaders understand how to use the Kairos “3 in 1” Bible study curriculum materials in their teaching. These 

videos will be used for "succession” training in places where we are unable to send a team to teach in 

person. Each set of the “3 in 1” curriculum includes an Audio Bible Study Book in the SD card format 

accompanied by a printed study guide and a Video Bible Study Book on the same series. Kairos had 

completed two such “3 in 1” series: The Minor Prophets (on twelve Bible books) and the Epistles of Paul 

(on thirteen Bible books). Please pray that God continues to open the way to enable us to meet the needs of 

those in the remote areas in our mission field. 

 

3. The Cantonese version of the Audio Bible Study Book of Jude is completed for distribution in April. The 

Mandarin version has already been released earlier. It seems like the Book of Jude is less often used for 

Bible study in churches.  If you or your friend would like to have a copy of this CD, please contact us. 

 

4. We thank God for the increasing opportunities to introduce the Bible study curriculum we offered in our 

Elearning website to Bible study leaders and Christians eager to study the Scriptures. The response so far is 

encouraging. Recently, instead of offering only the Mandarin version of the Bible study audio tracks, we 

tested successfully an option for audience to listen to the Cantonese audio track for the Book of Obadiah.  

We plan to start adding the choice of Cantonese audio files other Bible Books on line. We thank the team 

of co-workers at the Kairos Hong Kong office for their hard work in this area. You are welcome to 

introduce the Kairos Elearning website: www.kairos-elearn.com, to your Cantonese speaking friends. 

Please continue to pray for our effort until we have completed put all the 66 Bible books online. 

 

5. The Kairos produced “Gospel on the Go: Walking with Jesus” mp3 player with 200 hours of audio 

programs with Bible study, devotion, and hymn were well received by many people. In this first series, we 

offered the Audio Scripture programs of the Pentateuch (5 Books of Moses) and the 4 Gospels.  We are in 

the process of planning new programming on a second series. Please ask God to grant coworkers with 

wisdom and bless their efforts.
